Dear parents and carers,

Can I also remind all parents that the playground should be a safe space for everyone and no one should feel uncomfortable.  It has been reported to me that there are some parents who are using inappropriate language on the playground and this is being overheard by some of the children.  We need to set a good example to the children so can I please remind you all that we should be mindful of our actions whilst we are on the playground.
Attendance News from Mr Skupham
Currently attendance stands at the lowest it has been for quite a few years.  This is because of the run of chicken pox, sickness bugs and chest infections.  One area I would like you to consider is the amount of days your child is off.  It seems to be if a child is off for a large proportion of the week, then sometimes Friday is included, as a sort of ‘making sure’ day.  It is vital, even if it is just for a day, that your child attends school when they can.  It can also help the class teacher catch your child up if needed with any missing work before moving to a new week of learning.  I promise that I am not being critical and I work in partnership with you to get attendance up as much as possible.
